The Final Order approving the Settlement reached in Cause No.
43969 contained Rider 675, Interruptible Industrial Service Rider.
Under this Rider, the Demand Credit was to be updated every
subsequent February 1. The update is based on an average of quotes
taken from candidate bilateral counterparties in the wholesale market
the preceding January. This update is in compliance with the
aforementioned Final Order and staff recommends approval. Also,
staff recognizes the timing of the calculation coupled with the 30-
day approval process does not make the February 1 effective date
reasonable for this filing.
