Caseload Allocation Plan


(A)  Criminal Cases:

(1)  All Murder, Class A, Class B, and Class C felony cases shall be filed in the Circuit Court.  

(2)  Class D felony cases shall be filed as follows:
All Class D felonies charging violations of I.C. 35-48-4 (Controlled Substance Offenses) or violations of I.C. 9-30-5 (Operating Vehicle While Intoxicated Offenses) shall be filed

in Circuit Court.  All other Class D felonies shall be filed in Superior Court.

(3)  All misdemeanor cases shall be filed in Superior Court.

(4) Miscellaneous criminal (MC) cases shall be filed in as follows:

All miscellaneous criminal cases filed on the 1st day through the 7th day of each month shall be filed in Superior Court; miscellaneous criminal cases filed on the 8th day of the month through the last day of the month shall be filed in Circuit Court.


(B)  Civil Cases:

(1)  All PL, MF, CC, and SC case types shall be filed in Superior Court.

(2)  All MH, AD, ES/EU, GU case types shall be filed in Circuit Court.

(3)   DR cases shall be filed in the following proportions:


(a)   10% in Circuit Court, and


(b)  90% in Superior Court.
