Court, filed a verified petition for temporary leave and requested this Court to appoint a Judge Pro

Tempore pursuant to Ind.

IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED that the appointment of the Honorable Fred H. Hoying as

Judge Pro Tempore of the Jefferson Circuit Court is terminated effective April 6, 2015.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Honorable Darrell M. Auxier shall resume the duties of

his office as Judge of the Jefferson Circuit Court effective April 6. 2015.
