2024 Public Library Standards
	Mrs. Clifton presented the 2024 Public Library Standards for approval.

Accomplishments for 2024:
· Certified Directors-Almost all libraries are now operating with a fully-or temporarily-certified director. 
· The Library Development Office continued working with directors to encourage participation in the New Directors Workshop and ensure required plans and policies were in place. 
· The Professional Development Office’s regional coordinators coverage map was updated to provide improved access for libraries to their regional consultants. 
Recommended Out of Standards Libraries-
1. Darlington Public Library-No response/not requesting a waiver. Director has knowingly let certification lapse. Library does not subscribe to InfoExpress service (a repeat issue since 2019).
2. Jonesboro Public Library-Not requesting a waiver. Library reports facilities are not in compliance with local, state, and federal building and health and safety codes. The library is not offering weekend hours. Library still lacks an automated catalog (Evergreen was discussed in the past) and does not participate in InfoExpress. 
3. Joyce Public Library-They are requesting a waiver, but several critical issues still remain. Library is not automated (but has completed inventory in LIBIB), does not participate in interlibrary lending, or subscription to InfoExpress. The library director lacks certification and does not work full time. The library is only open 12 hours a week but includes morning, evening and weekend hours. Library’s non-resident fee is lower than the required $25 minimum set by law (they are charging $10). 
4. Matthews Public Library- Not requesting a waiver. Several issues, including no catalog, no InfoExpress, no full time or certified director or staff. Library also lacks bylaws, long range plan, staff policies, and complete webpage. 
5. Penn Township Public Library-Not requesting a waiver. Numerous standards issues remain, including automation and InfoExpress. 
6. Spiceland Public Library-Not requesting a waiver. Director Lisa Roland was hired in March 2023, but has not yet applied for certification despite reminders. Director has also not fully completed the required new director training. Ther are in Evergreen Indiana library and subscribe to InfoExpress courier service. 
7. York Township Public Library-Not requesting a waiver. Issues included hours of service (only 8 hours/week and only one Saturday and one evening hour per month), lack of automation, lack of InfoExpress service, and website. Mrs. Thompson moved, and Mr. Skvarenina seconded:

Recommended Waivers-
1. Edinburgh Wright-Hageman Public Library-New director continues to make progress on several long-standing standards issues. Another new director was hired 2024 and has received temporary certification. The library is scheduled to go live on Evergreen Indiana in late 2025. The library does not yet subscribe to InfoExpress delivery service, but the new director is planning to as soon as they are live on Evergreen. 
2. Goshen Public Library-The director’s third (and final) temporary certification expired on 2/1/2023. The director has been in contact with ISL about this lapse and its requesting additional time to complete her MLS degree, which she says will be in summer of 2026. This is a repeat wavier but we are recommending a waiver due to the time needed to complete the degree. 
Collection development expenditures less than required 8% of total expenditures:
1. Attica Public Library-Library was renovating in 2024 and was focused on weeding and not purchasing. 
2. Colfax-Perry Township Public Library-Former director passed away in 2024 and new director is still learning about standards and properly completing annual report. 
3. Huntingburg Public Library-Requesting a waiver due to construction and pause in ordering materials. 
4. Jennings County Public Library-Purchase of bookmobile made collection expenditures less than 8% in 2024.
5. New Harmony Workingmen’s Institute-Library only spent 7.1% on collections in 2024. Also corrected non-resident fee issue. 
6. Shoals Public Library-Director believes this may have been a mistake in data entry report book rentals. 
7. Thorntown Public Library-Library miscalculated expenditures (6.7%) and didn’t meet minimum.
8. Vermillion Public Library-Construction expenditures caused collection spending to fall under required amount. 
9. Wanatha Public Library-Library expended 6.9% on collections. The library said they received donated materials worth over $11,000 so did not expend library funds on additional materials. (This is a repeat issue from 2023). 
10. Westfield-Washington Public Library-Construction costs from new location temporarily caused required percentage to dip. 
Long Range Plan:
1. Walton & Tipton Township Public Library-New director assumed lapsed long range plan, but is actively working on their 2025-2029 plan. A draft with pending community input was sent to ISL.
Website issues
1. Bourbon Public Library-Library worked with AVC to correct link to online catalog. 
2. Jasonville Public Library-Library worked with Follett to correct link to online catalog. 
3. Scott County Public Library-Library has corrected and updated calendar of events on website. 

InfoExpress
1. Earl Park-Richland Township Public Library-Library has opted not to continue InfoExpress subscription due to cost and lack of use. (They are requesting a waiver, but this is a repeat issue from 2019, 2020, and 2021. They were recommended out of standards in 2022, rejoined in 2023 to correct the issue, but did not renew in 2024.)
Other/Multiple Issues
1. Alexandria-Monroe Public Library-Library did not complete annual report 3/1/2025 due date-report was eventually completed 3/25/2025.
2. Hamilton North Public Library-New director was not certified but now has applied for temporary certification. Collection Spending was also slightly short at 7.5%.
3. Syracuse-Turkey Creek Township Public Library-Library’s non-resident fee for 2024 was not high enough bus has since been corrected. Library also responded on their report that they did not have required elements of personnel policy, but upon review these are correct. 
4. Tippecanoe County Public Library-Library has not reviewed bylaws in past three years, reviewed their internet policy, nor submitted signature page after completing the annual report. These issues have all been corrected and reviewed at 6/3/25 board meeting. Mr. Skvarenina moved, and Mrs. Thompson seconded:
