Ernie Pyle Dies During the Battle of Okinawa

Ernie Pyle, war correspondent during some of the toughest fighting of the

second world war in the in both the European and Pacific Theaters died in

the battle of Okinawa on the island of Lejima. From Dana, Indiana, the
Hoosier was known for reporting battles from the perspective of the com-
mon soldier. One of the most popular war time reporters at the time, Ernie
Pyle was a beloved journalist who raised morale with the troops and put him-

self in the line of danger so that other’s stories could be told.
