[#2LYRASIS: eBook Series The growing popularity of
Patron Driven Acquisitions
(PDA) option for Ebook selection and purchase is attractive for
many reasons, but unless the purchasing agreement is structured
so that per title costs are substantially lower through PDA, then
budget dollars will not stretch any farther than if a library staff
member selected the same or similar set of titles for purchase.
Thus, the objective of acquiring more content for the same

amount of money spent is not met.

PDA or any other title-by-title approach, when executed by a single
library, may prove difficult in substantially lowering the cost per
title. eBook collections bought by individual libraries or through
group shared collections have been most successful in lowering
per title costs and in expanding title access and use...(read the

entire article)
