With the match in place, every
dollar donated to Dolly Parton’s
Imagination Library campaign will
be matched dollar-for-dollar up to
$25,000. This generous match,
made possible by the Foundation’s
dedicated supporters, aims to
double the impact of every
contribution and accelerate the
program's reach within the
community.

The funds raised through this
campaign will go directly toward
launching Dolly Parton’s
Imagination Library within Allen
County. Dolly Parton’s Imagination
Library is an initiative founded by
singer-songwriter Dolly Parton. Its
mission is simple yet powerful: to
foster a love for reading and
learning in children. Parents or
caregivers may choose to enroll
their children who will receive free,
age-appropriate, high-quality
books from birth to age five, mailed
to their homes each month. Eighty-
five out of 92 Indiana counties
currently host the program.

“The idea of naming a library
branch after Jos N. Holman began
over five years ago when the Wea
Prairie Branch was under
construction,” said Tippecanoe
County Public Library Board of
Trustees president Grant Fischer.
“Both current and past library
board members believed the
downtown branch was the best fit
to share Jos's name.”

Holman began working as the
director of the Tippecanoe County
Public Library in 2002.

“Jos Holman has served as the
Tippecanoe County Public Library
County Librarian for over 20 years.
In that time, he has been
instrumental in growing our library
system and evolving our libraries to
meet our growing community
needs,” Fischer added.

In March of 2023, demolition
began on an 18-month downtown
library renovation project. The
renovation was completed in
August of this year. Read more
about the recently completed
renovation here.

Brightly-colored
posters, railway timetables,
photographs and menus from
Union Station in Indianapolis are
meant to provide a brief glimpse
into railway passenger experience
in Indiana from the late 19th to
early 20th centuries.
