Isaac E. (Ike) Randolph Jr.

Bio

As a committed public servant, Isaac E. (Ike) Randolph has a distinguished career in community service and volunteerism. During his 22 year tenure as a firefighter, Ike achieved certifications as a rescue scuba diver, arson investigator, high rise rope rescue technician. Ike’s exemplary and service to the Indianapolis Fire Department was evidenced by numerous awards and accommodations, including; Medals of Merit and Bravery, Public Service Award, the American Red Cross Hall of Fame and the Indianapolis Star’s Man of the Year. 

Ike’s parallel career as a community leader includes: founder and Executive Director of the St. Florian Center, a summer program that provided mentoring and leadership training for youth; policy advisor for faith-based initiatives to former Indianapolis Mayor Stephen Goldsmith, where he focused on creating collaborative partnerships with faith-based and governmental agencies. At the conclusion of Mayor Goldsmith’s second term, Ike served as the Executive Director of the Indianapolis Ten Point Coalition, whose mission is to reduce juvenile crime through faith-based and law enforcement partnerships and collaborations. 
Shortly thereafter, Ike Randolph added an additional chapter in his life as a guest columnist for the Indianapolis Star, Indiana’s largest newspaper. In this capacity Ike provided a unique analysis on the impact of public policy from the community’s point of view.    
In 2003 Ike was elected to the Indianapolis’ City-County Council.  As a councilman, he conducted Indiana’s first Central Indiana Regional Crime Summit, bringing together regional and local law enforcement agencies to discuss collaborative drug and gang intervention strategies. Councilor Randolph also worked to create public/private partnerships to benefit students in the Pike Township school system. 

In 2008, Ike was appointed by Governor Mitch Daniels to serve as the Executive Director of the Office of Faith-Based and Community Initiatives (OFBCI). The agency serves as the liaison between the Office of the Governor and many of Indiana's community and faith-based organizations, volunteer centers, and corporate volunteer councils. Additionally, the agency administers the AmeriCorps*State program for Indiana and manages $10 million in state and federal funds. The primary objective of the OFBCI is to build the capacity and sustainability for grassroots faith-based and community-based organizations.
