PROMOTER’S CHECKLIST

 (30) DAYS PRIOR TO FIGHT
· Request for contest date.

· The Director of Boxing will contact (1) referees (3) judges (2) timekeepers.

· The Promoter must retain the Doctor, Announcer, Medical Staff and Ambulance Service at the promoter’s expense.

· Police or Security must be present at all events at the promoter’s expense.

(2) DAYS PRIOR TO THE COMMISSION MEETING FOR CONSIDERATION OF THE FIGHT PERMIT

· Completed Fight Permit Application (SF 13255) including but not limited to

· Line-up of fighters submitted

· Purse or Percentage of pay for the Fighters

· Name of Manager

· Insurance Coverage

· Fight Records from Fight Fax

· Copies of Boxer’s Contracts

(1) DAY PRIOR TO FIGHT

· Female Boxers must have a negative pregnancy test the day before the fight

FIGHT NIGHT

· All methods of payment must be submitted to the State Boxing Commission not later than two (2) hours before the match or exhibition unless other arrangements have been made and approved by the State Boxing Commission or its representative.

· All boxers must have negative HIV test results

· All boxers must have an Indiana Boxing license or they will not be allowed to fight.  Any new boxers can apply for an Indiana license on the night of the fight. An Indiana Boxing License is $10.00.

· All boxers must hold a Federal ID card or they will not be allowed to fight.  All boxers must apply for a federal ID card in the state in which they reside.  Indiana boxers may apply for a federal ID card on the night of the fight.  There is no charge for a “first time” federal I.D. or an “expired” federal I.D.  A $10.00 fee is charged to replace a federal I.D. card. 

· All boxers over the age of 35 years old must have a thorough physical by a medical doctor and have a written statement from that doctor stating the applicant is physically fit and qualified to participate in boxing or sparring matches.

· Weigh-ins is usually two hours before the fight.  Contestants may weigh in the day before, if each boxer and there opponent is present.   The Director of Boxing must be contacted before scheduling weigh-ins and the Director of Boxing or his designee must be present at all weigh-ins. 

· All contestants must be ready to enter the ring immediately upon the finish of the preceding match.

· It is recommended that all officials be paid before the start of the final bout.

SEATING

· Seating in the area next to the ring apron on all four (4) sides of the ring is under the State Boxing Commission’s jurisdiction. The State Boxing Commission may request a diagram or plan showing the seating arrangement prior to the contest or exhibition. At each contest or exhibition, the promoter shall provide the following: 
· Six (6) seats marked “Commission”. 

· Three (3) seats for the judges, who shall be stationed on three (3) sides of the ring, adjacent thereto. 

· Two (2) seats for the official timekeepers near the gong. 

· Two (2) seats for physicians, which allow for an unobstructed view of the ring at all times. 

· One (1) seat for an announcer. 

· One (1) seat for each alternate referee. 

EQUIPMENT REQUIRED FOR THE FIGHT

· Proper ring 

· Bell, whistle, stopwatch

· Set of scales 

· Buckets  

· (2) Sets of stairs for fighters and seconds 

· (1) Set of stairs for announcer and card girls (if present) 

· (1) Seat for an announcer

· (2) Stools for fighters 

WITHIN (3) DAYS AFTER THE FIGHT
· Pay a 5% tax based on admission collected. 

· Promoters shall pay the state a tax of 50 cents (.50) each on all complimentary tickets.
