Instructions

Broker Applicants by Examination please include:

1. A check or money order made payable to the Indiana Professional Licensing Agency or “IPLA” in the amount of $64.25.
2. A completed application. Be sure to include an email address as this is how your licensure status will be communicated.
3. An Original Broker pre-licensing course completion certificate through an approved provider.
4. The Original score sheet you received from Pearson VUE after you completed the examination.

5. An official verification of any license held in any regulated profession in any other state, if applicable.
6. You must have been licensed as an Indiana Salesperson for at least one (1) year prior to applying for a Broker’s license. Those not licensed in Indiana can apply for a waiver if they hold a license in another state as a Broker for at least two (2) of the last five (5) years. You will need to submit the Application for Waiver of the One Year Real Estate Experience Requirement for Obtaining Broker Licensure (found on the applications page).

3. An official verification of licensure in the reciprocal state.
4. An official verification of any license held in any regulated profession in any other state, if applicable.
Once all application materials have been received, your application will be reviewed for approval to sit for the applicable exam(s). You will receive an email approval to sit for the appropriate exam(s) within 3-5 business days of approval. Once the required exam(s) has been completed, please forward the original score sheet to our office.
