PERSONAL APPEARANCES









A. Martin Hill, Ph.D.


Dr. Hill has failed the examination three (3) times. He last took the exam in 2005. He now wants to take the exam for the fourth time. He submitted a study plan to the board.  The board discussed his study plan with him. In response to a board query, he indicated that anxiety did not seem to be a problem. He plans to retake the examination within the next few months, in March or April. The board recommends that he study more than the 5-10 hours per week he is currently allotting himself as that does not seem to be enough time to master the material. The board will recommend that he be allowed to retake the examination keeping in mind the recommendations of the board. He will need to retake and pass the jurisprudence exam prior to taking the EPPP. 

A motion was made to recommend that Dr. Hill be allowed to retake the examination.

B. Joseph F. Gazarkiewicz, Psy.D.

Dr. Gazarkiewicz has failed the exam four (4) times. He has submitted a study plan to the board. He plans to retake the exam after completing the “Pass It Workshop” as well as completing other study goals such as controlling his anxiety. The board recommends that he be allowed to retake the exam.

A motion was made to recommend that Dr. Gazarkiewicz be allowed to retake the examination.

A motion was made to recommend the approval of 1.5 hours for the psychometric portions of the CE course only. The board will need more information on the content of other areas of the course before granting additional credit.

The board has requested further information demonstrating that she received accommodations in her doctoral program or any other documentation that is more recent. She is also asking for a reader and a printed version of the test questions for both exams. She cannot get a printout of test questions for the EPPP; the jurisprudence exam is a written 
exam and thus she does not need to make a request for a P/P administration. The board would like to know how she believes a reader will help her in taking the exam(s). Each request shall be separate explanation for each exam.
