c. Inspection Report:  Roger Arlie Robinson dba Robinson Auction Service

Discussion was had regarding if they need an AC license or not.  The Inspection report indicated firearms were being sold at the auction attended.  The procedures that were followed (as indicated in the report) were discussed.

Individuals and entities must have an AH license to operate as such (IC 25-6.1-3-3); an AC license is required unless the individual has an AU or AH license; an organization must have an AC license.
