7-8pts 
(Excellent) 

• Budget does not exceed requested grant amount  

• Line items are specific and quantifiable  

• Items are allowable, meet guidelines, and totals correctly 

• Items include a link to priorities of the grant and are apparent in narratives  

5-6pts 
(Good) 

• Budget does not exceed requested grant amount 

• Line items are somewhat specific and quantifiable 

• Most items are allowable, meet guidelines 

• Most items include a link to priorities of the grant and are apparent in earlier narratives 

3-4pts 
(Average) 

• Budget does not exceed requested grant amount 
• Line items are vague and need more information 

• Some items are non-allowable and do not meet guidelines 

• Several items need stronger links to the priorities of the grant  
0-2pts 
(Poor) 

• Budget does not exceed requested grant amount 
• Budget does not meet guidelines 

• Items need stronger link to priorities of the grant  

Community Need-6 points possible: Provided a short description of the community needs(s) to be addressed 
and a strategy to impact them through the project. 

5-6pts 
(Excellent) 

• Very clear understanding of the community needs 

• Community need(s) were identified with the help of the community 

• Strong description of strategies to impact the community in a sustainable way 

• Includes helpful statistics  

3-4pts 
(Average) 

• The need is somewhat clear, but could use more details 

• A description of how community need(s) were identified was given 

• A description of strategies to impact the community in a sustainable way was given 

• Does not include statistics or they are not relevant  

0-2pts 
(Poor) 

• The need is unclear or vague 

• Vague or no description of how community need(s) were identified was given  

• Vague or no description of strategies to impact the community in a sustainable way was 
given 

• Little evidence of need 

Project Design/Description-8 points possible: An overview of how the overall service project, objective, 
activities and roles in which the volunteers will serve.
