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INTRODUCTION

If you have a special needs child, you know “one size does
not fit all”. This is especially true for education.

An Indiana Education Scholarship Account, administered
by the Office of the Indiana Treasurer of State, provides
scholarship funding to students with disabilities which
they can use to access to the educational environment
that best meets their learning needs. Parents of eligible
students, or emancipated eligible students, will have the
opportunity to spend dedicated scholarship money on
pre-approved educational programs, therapies, services,
tuition and fees, and other expenses related to the
student’s education. 

Before you apply, you are encouraged to review the
Student Eligibility Checklist for the documents needed
to apply. You do not have to complete your application in
one sitting; you may access and continue your work as
frequently as needed before final submission. To save
your work, click on the “Save Progress” button.

After you submit your online application, the Scholarship 
Accounts Division will begin to process your application
once all documents have been received. Application
review varies based on information received. All
applicants are notified of the scholarship award via e-mail
within 7-10 business days. The notification e-mail will
provide instructions for accessing ESA providers, funding
schedule, and estimated scholarship award based on your
selections made in the application.
