The online application is the only
means to apply for licensure through this method at this time.

The IPLA will proactively continue to roll out applications for licensure through
reciprocity under the requirements of Indiana Code § 25-1-21 for other eligible health
care professionals. These applications will continue to be rolled out in phases through
the end of the year. The IPLA will provide additional announcements and guidance
when such information is ready to be made available.
